Places pet dogs are welcome to enjoy 
• Specifically identified Dog Runs (please see Front Desk for map of fenced dog run areas both at 

the Bay and in the wash). 
• Getting your mail (dogs must be on leash at all times. Please no loitering with dogs in the mail 

breezeway.  This is for your convenience as you are between home and dog friendly areas). 
• All outdoor pedestrian walking paths and streets (outside the inner courtyard). 
 
Places pet dogs are prohibited: 
• Pools - both indoor and outdoor 
• No pets on the courtyard or grassy areas 
• Inside any building 
• Golf course and Pro Shop 
• Hotel and designated casitas and park models 
 
Please remember that outside of the fenced-in dog runs, all pets must be on a leash at all times.
